Linda, Tim and Martha’s (3-5 year olds) 
     It was a cold February!  The upside was plenty of 
snow that stayed on the ground longer than usual.  The 
conditions were great for sledding fast and far and we 
did a lot of that, but the kids seem to have much more 
fun crashing, rolling, holding onto each other’s sleds, 
and sliding down on their bottoms while laughing 
uproariously.  We have been giving the kids the choice 
to go out or stay in, and roughly half or less of the 
class goes out on the really cold days.  It was striking, 
though, when weather warmed up and the sun came 
out that most of the kids streamed out to the 
playground to mix sand and snow potions in buckets, 
swing, climb, and play their imaginative games. 
     Colored pencils have been an important art medium 
this year and many children have been practicing 
making impressive representational figures of humans 
and animals, including some from the realm of 
fantasy, such as mermaids and princesses.  
Watercolors have also been popular, and as usual the 
spin art machine has been in high demand.  We 
brought snow in to the water table for a couple of days 
and provided spray bottles filled with food color and 
watercolor paints.  The snow makes an awesome 
bright white canvas to show off the mixing of vivid 
colors.  The kids keep spraying, though, until there is 
so much color that the result is a slushy, purpley, 
muddy mess.  As you know, in the ECP it is much 
more about process than product. 

     Board and card games have been especially popular 
lately and the kids have been developing sophisticated 
strategies for winning.  Unfortunately that includes 
strategies some grownups might call “cheating,” but 
we just try to gently guide them back to playing by the 
agreed-upon rules.  The kids have also been enjoying 
Cat & Mouse with the parachute along with other 
active games in the gym. 
     Usually when the Kindergarteners join the rest of 
the school for creation classes, the remaining ECPers 
continue with the usual routine, just a little quieter 
than usual.  Last Thursday, though, we were very 
fortunate to have Julia Dadds bring her IU Early 
Childhood students to do a special art project with the 
non-Kindergarten ECP kids.  They wrapped balloons 
in Mod Podge-dipped string, sprinkled with glitter, 
then set them aside to harden and wait for the next 
class.  The ECPers loved the activity. 
     We were so proud to hear the ECPers sing their 
hearts out on Valentine’s Day!  Usually it is hard to 
hear the kids singing at the Follies no matter how well 
everyone practices and learns the songs.  At the 
Valentine’s Day Tea, though, it is just the kids singing 
from the stage to their loved ones in the gym and they 
truly belted out a whole lotta love.

Our current theme, 
Invisible Worlds, has proven to be a huge success.  
Whether we are examining things that are too far 
away, too small, happen too fast or too slow, the kids 
are intrigued.  This week, we are finishing up some 
work with the microscopes.  The kids have been 
absolutely amazed by the details that they are able to 
see as they peep through the microscope lens.  Who 
would have thought that dragon fly wings and fly 
wings would be so incredibly different?

Scott and Kathy’s (10-12 year olds) 
     What a magical winter full of snowy wonder! 
During the deep of cold and grey of the past month, 
our class denned up in our classroom home away from 
home into an array of artistic and academic 
explorations in preparation for the celebrations of 
spring.  
     As our class progressed through basic map work 
and designing alternate cartography maps, we planned, 
drafted, and published Dream Country Maps that 
included basic elements of a map as well as the artistic 
expression of the cartographer. Each cartographer 
practiced their public relations skills as they designed 
and published a travel brochure to attract tourism to 
their countries. Please come into our classroom and 
view our Dream Country Atlas on the bulletin board. 
     The class has been learning Biology during theme 
time.  Students have explored Biology by looking at 
the characteristics of life that all living organisms 
share.      
     We would like to thank both Jena Hanes and Mikey 
Brooks for sharing their passion for biology with the 
class.  They have provided some wonderful learning 
experiences for the students over the last month.  
     In Life Skills our class has discussed tobacco use: 
the myths and realities of smoking, the effects of 
smoking on your body, other ways smoking can hurt 
you, and now we are moving on to the immediate 
effects of cigarette smoking as well as the steps in 
developing a smoking habit. Our read aloud selections 
have touched on a variety of life skills issues and 
made a nice segue way into alcohol issues.  
     After we finished The Education of Little Tree, we 
shared an adapted reading of The Absolutely True 
Diary of a Part Time Indian, after which we moved on 
to a memoir essay from the childhood of Scott Russell 
Sanders entitled, “Under the Influence.” Currently, 
we’ve transitioned back toward the American Memory 
thematic connection beginning a reading of Tom 
Sawyer. This novel has provided ample opportunity to 
discuss craft, narration, American history and Mark 
Twain.  
     At the closing of last week, we celebrated the 
midway point of graduation projects with a treat, 
because after all, learning is sweet. Our graduates 
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have completed their proposals, written an 
introductory and background/historical stage 1 paper, 
completed their main research stage 2 paper, finished 
their community service projects, and begun the 
experiential component of their project. Our fifth 
graders have completed their first inquiry project, and 
will soon embark on their second, and final, related 
research query. Over the course of the project, our 
students have learned about constructing 
brainstorming webs, translating them into relevant 
outlines, developing essential questions, drafting 
introductions, body paragraphs, conclusions, topic 
sentences, and transitional sentences. We also learn a 
format for citing sources in a bibliography.   
     With the coming of warm weather, we will be 
getting outside more and starting to prepare for our 
annual “Soccer Challenge” vs. the Middle School.  
Look for more information about this fun event as the 
day gets closer.  It should take place in late April or 
early May.  Last year we played the Middle School to 
a tie, let’s hope to do as well this week.  Until next 
month, enjoy the upcoming spring weather.

Marty, David and Ursina 
     Many of you know my 
fascination following recent adolescence brain 
development research. I want to share this excerpt 
from a program on NPR last week: 
 
Teenage Brains Are Different  
“To begin with, a crucial part of the brain — the 
frontal lobes — are not fully connected. Really. "It's 
the part of the brain that says: 'Is this a good idea? 
What is the consequence of this action?' “Dr. Frances 
Jensen, a pediatric neurologist says, “It’s not that they 
don't have a frontal lobe. And they can use it. But 
they're going to access it more slowly."  This also may 
explain why teenagers often seem so maddeningly 
self-centered. "You think of them as these surly, rude, 
selfish people," Jensen says. "Well, actually, that's the 
developmental stage they're at. They aren't yet at that 
place where they're thinking about — or capable, 
necessarily, of thinking about the effects of their 
behavior on other people. That requires insight." And 
insight requires — that's right — a fully connected 
frontal lobe.”

Seventh graders are presenting their independent 
projects this week and will start a new one after spring 
break.

Junior parents, for instance, will be invited to our 
traditional Junior Dinner on Thursday, April 29 at 
6:00pm, to share a potluck meal and hear about their 
students’ exciting plans for next year’s senior projects. 
In the meantime, we will be asking you for your 
donations to our annual rummage and book sale, 
which is scheduled for April 17 and April 18 (If you 
have donations, please drop them off in the first two 
weeks of April.).  And all our families are invited to 
celebrate History Night on Tuesday, May 11 at 
6:00pm, when we will be enjoying a 1920s-themed 
dinner and celebrating all the amazing work our 
students are doing, before watching teams from each 
grade in their annual competition for the Herodotus 
Cup.  This will also be the week when we begin 
Senior Project Presentations and Student, Parent, 
Teacher conferences – which Tom will be in contact 
with you about, closer to time.  The High School will 
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leave on Sunday, May 16 for our spring trip, which 
will be to Chattanooga, Tennessee, this year. We will 
return on Friday, May 21. Finally, there will be a 
second round of Senior Project Presentations and 
Student, Parent, Teacher conferences from May 25 to 
May 27, with graduation ceremonies on Saturday, 
May 29. 
     In the meantime, work is reaching a crescendo in 
our classes. In Western Civ, we have entered the 
Renaissance and Reformation. Students recently split 
into two teams - each devoted to proving that either 
Leonardo Da Vinci or Michelangelo was the greater 
genius! I am proud to report that both groups came to 
the conclusion in the end that it was an impossible 
comparison between two giants of history.  
     In The American Century, students have been 
studying the Fifties, learning about the Korean War, 
McCarthyism and the rise of the Civil Rights 
Movement.  On the Monday after our return, we will 
celebrate Fifties Night, when we will be watching 
Rebel Without a Cause, eating burgers and learning 
how to rock n roll! 
     Finally, I have to thank the members of The Press 
Corps class for the magnificent job they did on the 
high school displays for the Open House. We owe a 
particular debt of gratitude to Jacob Hernandez 
Ramonez for his beautiful poster and banner designs. 
We are in awe of your talent. 
     Emily - After a delightful maternity leave getting 
to know my two new sons; it is really great to be back 
in the midst of my other family: Harmony High 
School!   Many thanks to all for making both my 
absence and return to Harmony so smooth.   It’s really 
enjoyable to be back working with our staff and 
students, and to be in my science classroom doing 
experiments again.   
     In Chemistry, I began with some fun experiments 
using liquid nitrogen and colored fire.  Now students 
are testing freezing point depression with road salt and 
dry ice.  In Cells & Genes, we have been talking about 
cell division, including the steps of normal cell 
division (we examined mitotic onion cells), unusual 
twists in cell division (identical and conjoined twins), 
human manipulations of cell division (in vitro 
fertilization) and out-of-control cell division (cancer). 
 These topics have all generated some great 
discussions of bioethics in both classes.  In Botany, 
the greenhouse is coming along nicely and will 
hopefully be ready to grow seedling starts 
for the Mother Hubbard’s Cupboard 
vegetable garden in the spring.  While 
waiting for the snow to thaw, 
students have been learning 
plant anatomy and are creating 
garden plans for areas around the 
school. 

     Jon - In Algebra 1 some sections will begin solving 
proportions and multi-variable equations while 
reviewing the rules for simplifying algebraic 
expressions. Other sections will begin solving and 
graphing systems of equations and inequalities.  They 
will also learn to derive linear equations for various 
forms of data. 
     In Algebra 2 during March we will finish our unit 
on quadratics and the equations of ellipses and 
circles.  We will then move on to graphing radical and 
rational equations.  The month will conclude by 
beginning our unit on non-linear functions and 
systems - looking at how to use f(x) forms, how to 
solve and graph non-linear systems and how to derive 
non-linear equations for various forms of data. 
     In Precalculus we began March by studying 
trigonometry on the unit circle - learning 
trigonometric identities and how to expand the domain 
of trigonometric functions.  We will then study polar 
coordinates and converting to and from traditional 
coordinates.  By the end of the month we will have 
begun the graphing of trigonometric functions. 
     Tom - February was a heavy month and we have 
weathered it into these first inklings of spring. Ninth 
Grade American English students continue to work 
with Sarah Suksiri and Kevin Eldridge from IU's 
Creative Writing MFA Program producing and 
analyzing character description and story-telling skills. 
In one class, they wrote a group story that Sarah 
amanuensis'd while Izzy and Amy illustrated. You can 
see and read it in my room. This month and next we 
wind up our vocabulary enhancement and semantic 
charge focus and continue to dip into PSAT language 
mechanics and grammatical expectations. 
Greek & Latin Roots students push and widen their 
memory skills and language knowledge and 
appreciation through the etymology of pejoratives and 
blessings.  Depth Psychology students are ready to 
shift into the masculine now that we know how 
Psyche successfully returns to Eros and what this story 
can mean for our own inner stories. Now Parsifal is 
ready to enter the scene. 
     Learner & the Learning Process class benefits from 
Rebekah Sheldon who is teaching students how to 
critique rather than give an opinion in their written 
responses to the many documentaries we've been 
watching. They have finished reading M. Faber's 
Under the Skin and we have noted the anthropocentric 
and cultural feminist themes presented in the chilling 
plot. So, for a respite, we watched the comedic 
fictional film, The Invention Of Lying.  
     "Suspension" is the theme Mandisa suggested for 
Art Month and it stuck and I'm glad.  Art is vanishing 
from the surrounding schools and Indiana may still 
lead the nation in suspending and expelling middle 
school/high school students. Seasonally, we are 
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suspended between Demeter's sorrow and 
Persephone's return.  I'm really enjoying working with 
community graffiti artist volunteer Jacob Kowalczyk 
as students construct a 3D locomotive canvas with Big 
Ben as the engineer's engineer! 
     Paul - This morning I noticed the dogwood outside 
my apartment beginning to open its blossoms.  Spring 
is here in spirit, and classes are rolling along.  In 
American Popular Music, we are in the middle of our 
look at Classic Rock from 1955 until 1969.  So far 
Jerry Lee Lewis has been the big crowd pleaser.  I was 
touched when the students picked “1950s” as their 
theme for their prom in May.  I’m still trying to 
convince them to actually play some Rockabilly music 
from the late 1950s, but I’m not holding my breath.  
The students are about to begin a new project in which 
they create compilation CDs from the 1960s-‘70s 
along with their own original liner notes. 
     Practical Pre-Algebra with the Middle School 
continues to be a fun challenge.  I’m still trying to find 
new ways to help students understand the ins and outs 
of decimals, percents, and fractions.  Last week we 
looked at topics ranging from tipping to federal 
income tax brackets to baseball statistics.  After break 
we will begin to move into fraction land, which will 
undoubtedly generate a whole new set of questions 
and inquiries. 
     I’m proud of all my students, but there is a special 
place in my heart for my Afternoon Music class. I 
always feel like a proud parent when I see kids who 
start off with lots of enthusiasm but no training start to 
fall in love with playing music.  Most of the class is 
either pursuing guitar or piano, and they have been 
working on everything from “House of the Rising 
Sun” to “Fur Elise”.  We’ve also been training music 
fundamentals: basic Western rhythmic notation, what 
scales and chords are all about, and the process of 
performing music. 
     Finally, I’m pretty excited about Art Month right 
now.  Dave Smith, Jeremy’s student teacher in art, and 
I have been collaborating to create a fairly ambitious 
project incorporating original student music, lasers, 
and a geodesic dome.  As I told the students, “Why do 
something the easy way when we can make it twice as 
hard, twice as complex, and twice as cool?”

     NSRF, The National School Reform Faculty, (a 
division of Harmony Education Center), just 
completed a Leadership Seminar here in Bloomington, 
IN. This training focused on teaching participants how 
to increase student achievement through collaborative 
learning communities. By the end of the training, 
participants learned to improve student learning, 
create equity in the classroom, increase efficient, 
effective communication and enhance personal 
performance through the use of protocols and 
reflective practice.
