EARLY CHILDHOOD PROGRAM   
 
Li nda, T im  and Mar t haÕs (3 -5  y ear  olds) 
Spr ing has bu rst  for t h in t he ECP.  Check ou t  ou r  
giant  painted flower and beau t ifu l hand-t raced 
lil ies when you  visit  ou r  classroom .  We have 
planted mar igolds for  MotherÕs Day gifts (Shhh , 
donÕt tell  the ECP m oms), vegetables for  t he 
garden, potatoes in a container , carrot  tops on  a 
plate, and weÕre growi ng sprou t s to eat .  We 
star ted a var iet y of ch icken  eggs in  an  incu bator  
and the k ids are br imming with excit em ent  as 
they ant icipate the arr ival of the chicks.  In the 
meant im e, we are opening a plast ic egg each  day 
to find a pict u re of an em bryo of the appropr iate 
size and shape for  t hat  day. Those pictu res are 
placed on a 21-day calendar to follow t he progress 
of the developing em bryos.  The k ids have also 
been drawi ng pictu res and wr it ing abou t  t heir  
observat ions of the eggs so far .

Like adu lt s, k ids go through phases and t rends.  
Our k ids have tons of t hem, bu t  the one IÕm 
ponder ing r ight  now is t he interest  the grou p finds 
in creat ing magical an imals, aliens, babies, or  
fr iends to take care of.  These wonderfu l creatu res 
com e in al l shapes and sizes.  Erasers, ru bber 
bal ls, t issu es, and water  bal loons have all  served 
as the veh icle for  creat ing personable characters.   

 
Last  week, one of ou r  k ids arr ived in  the morn ing 
wi th  a t rash bag fu ll  of plast ic eggs.  She 
announced to no one in  par t icu lar  (it  was an hou r  

before school star ted) that  
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today was a celebrat ion !  There wou ld be an 
Easter  egg hunt  and other  egg related act ivit ies.  I  
knew im mediately that  a cu ltu re of beings wou ld 
soon be born.  Sure enough, chi ldren arr ived and 
becam e enthralled wi t h the var iety of eggs 
available.  Short ly thereaft er , these eggs grew 
paper eyes with  marker  eyeballs, ears made of 
bu t tons, beady noses, and l ips made of pipe 
cleaners and st r ing.  The characters took on a 
var iet y of personalit ies.  Som e were dogs, 
elephants, or  armadi llos, others were al iens that  
flew inside of t heir  al ien spacecraft s (a larger , see 
throu gh  egg). 
  
We have a classroom ru le abou t  these k ind of 
ÒvisitorsÓ.  Ch ildren  can, of course, play with 
these inan imate fr iends as m uch as t hey like 
du r ing free t im es, and they may br ing one 
creatu re per  person to ou r  class t im es.  Their  
visitors, however, mu st  follow the agreem ents all  
of u s have made for  respect fu l classroom 
behavior .  Ch ildren are responsible for  reminding 
their  iner t  beings to l ist en  carefu lly, not  to be 
dist ract ing to others, etc.   Some su cceed, some 
st ru ggle and need t o spend a t ime ou t  on  ou r  
desk. 
  
As t eachers, it  can  som et im es be ou r  knee jerk  
react ion to ban  these beings from  class t im e so as 
to avoid t he potent ial for  dist ract ion.  IÕm glad the 
k ids cont inue to give u s reason not  to do so.  For  
one, how dem ocrat ic is that , bu t  in t hese visitors 
lies an  opportu nit y for  k ids to foster  t heir  
incredible imaginat ions and to project  responsible 
decision-m ak ing onto a fr iend.  It  seems that  
som e beings help their  ch ild par tners ou t  more 
than others.  The eraser  m en  and t issue ghosts 
rarely chose to misbehave.  Water  babies wou ld 
som et im es fuss, bu t  they general ly sat  qu iet ly 
du r ing class.  Som ething abou t  the plast ic egg 
creatu res though, theyÕre a rau cou s grou p.  Mu st  
be the mater ial . --Jeremy    
 
Ka t e &  Scot t Õs (10 -12  y ear  olds) 
The year is moving on well and t he class finds 
itself in the middle of t he Gradu at ion Project .  
Sixt h graders have ju st  com pleted their  main 
research paper and fift h graders are on  board and 
work ing on their  research.  We have some excit ing 
act ivit ies com ing up later  th is month.   
  
Our Ear ly Field Exper ience t eacher from  IU, Meg 
Richardson , has begu n her  u nit  on ÒThe Am er ican 
Revolu t ionÓ.

Dur ing 
the m orning, we wi ll  go over  to t he Indiana

par t icipate in ou r  ÒMock Tr ialÓ.  This is an  
opportun ity for  ou r  stu dents to pu t  into pract ice 
all t he wonderfu l in format ion t hey have been 
cover ing t h is year .  Our volu nteer  graduate 
stu dents David Hu tch inson and Jon Grossberg 
have done and excellent  job t each ing our  stu dent s 
abou t  the ju dicial system and the Bil l of Right s.   
        
Dur ing the afternoon t hat  day, t he sixth  graders 
wi l l head to Hoosier  Hills Clim bing Center  wi t h 
the Harm ony Middle School.  Th is is a great  
opportun ity t o hang ou t  with t heir  prospect ive 
teachers &  fellow classm ates for  next  year .

Mar t y , Ur sina and K el l i  
I conclu ded, years ago, that  my real edu cat ion 
began aft er  I left  col lege.  What  I m eant  was that , 
after  years of learn ing t h ings other  people thou gh t  
important , now I was free to devote m y t im e and 
energy t o the t h ings I wanted t o learn.  ThatÕs t oo 
badÑ school shou ldnÕt be that  way.  Bu t  that  was 
the way th ings wereÑ few choices and always a 
grade at  the end to determine i f I was a su ccess.  
It  was k ind of a wacky system &  one that  doesnÕt 
really prepare k ids for  l ife as an adu lt .  As an 
adu lt  one is u lt imately responsible for  what  one 
chooses to do, and how well one chooses to do it .  
I may not  be a Tiger  Woods or  John Colt rane, bu t  
thereÕs no one standing there t r ying to stop m e.  
My u lt im ate su ccess rests largely in m y handsÑ
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and thatÕs an im portant  lesson .  So, really pu t t ing 
more cont rol  into k idsÕ hands makes sense. 
  
Bu t  being forced to learn th ings has an u pside.  I  
doubt  if IÕd wr it t en  a 20-page paper on Sou th 
Dakota on m y own .  And I st il l r em em ber t hat  
alum inu m was more valuable than gold in  the 
Middle Ages.  Bu t  t he t ru th is: most  of the fact s I 
learned in school are long forgot ten. I did, 
however, learn  to su cceed in t he system , to get  
good grades.  IÕll r em em ber m y college GPA 
foreverÑ bu t  today IÕm hard pressed to name five 
history cou rses I t ook. And t o add insu lt  to in ju ry, 
at  no t im e in m y adu lt  years has my college GPA 
been a cont r ibu t ing factor  t o anyth ing.  So, as I 
said, the system was a bit  wacky.

In Western Civ, stu dent s are work ing hard on  
their  final projects which , as always, cover som e 
interest ing topics, inclu ding t he h istory of 
Western rel igion, medicine, weapons, 
archit ectu re, food, energy, ar t , fashion  and t oys. 
The resu lts of their  labors wil l be on display at  
History Night  on Thursday, May 7 at  6:00pm. 
Please join u s for  th is excit ing occasion, when 
class teams wil l again be com pet ing for  the 
Herodotu s Cu p! 
  
Amer ican  Centu ry stu dents wil l also be exh ibit ing 
their  por t folios t hat  n ight  Ð cover ing Am er ican and 
wor ld h ist ory from the late 19th Centu ry t o the 
1980s. We have had som e t rem endous Decade 
nights and aft ernoons th is year , bu t  none more 
memorable than our  recent  Atom ic CafŽ, wh en 
Prof. Bob Tagasak i joined u s to watch t he 
shat t er ing docum entary abou t  Hiroshima and 
Nagasak i, White Light, Black  Rain, and stayed to 
discu ss what  it  was like to grow u p in Japan 
dur ing Wor ld War  II. I m ust  thank  h im again for  
h is generosity with h is t im e and for  those 
deliciou s snacks! 
  
Students in  The Press Corps have also been 
work ing very hard on  the organizat ion for  t h is 
monthÕs Open Hou se. They are responsible for  
designing t he posters and invitat ions for  the 
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event ; for  collect ing and m ount ing the hallway 
exh ibit s for  t he High School; and for  research ing 
the backgrou nd for  t he conversat ion wi th  ou r  
speakers Ð Car l Cook of The Cook Grou p;

Analyt ic Geomet ry - In Apr i l we wil l conclu de ou r  
stu dy of geom etry in the xy-plane and begin 
ou r  com prehensive review of al l major  Geom etry 
and Algebra 2 topics. Different  stu dents wi ll  have 
di fferent  focu ses to address t he areas that  
they need the m ost  work  on.  In  May there wi ll be 
a comprehensive final over  al l mathemat ics 
throu gh  Algebra 2. 
          
Algebra 1 - The fir st  two weeks of Apr il wi ll  be 
spent  fin ishing the u nit  on  l inear  equat ions.  The 
final weeks wil l be spent  work ing on  story 
problems, appl icat ions and SAT type problem s. 
We wil l also begin  reviewi ng for  the final  in May. 
          
Geom etry - All  of Apr il  wi ll  be spent  in  a 
com prehensive review of Algebra 1 and Geom etry 
topics.  Th is wil l inclu de both SAT prep work and 
preparat ion  for  ou r  final  that  wi ll  either  be in  the 
final week of Apr i l or  the fir st  week of May. 
 
Paul : With  just  fou r  weeks left  to go, IÕm feel ing 
excit ed at  being on  the hom e st ret ch  yet  also 
amazed at  how fast  the sem ester  has gone by. 
Th is month t he spr ing t r ip also begins to loom 
large, and I th ink  everyone wi ll  breathe a sigh  of 
rel ief once the rummage sale is over  and we know 
for  su re that  everyth ing is set .  And now for  the 
class u pdates... 
         
Fir st  per iod, in  Cr it ical Comedy we have fin ished 
look ing at  som e of t he issues of race, gender , and 
class, and now we begin  ou r  final segm ent : belief. 
 This week weÕll  look at  some of t he different  
perspect ives on religion  from a nu mber  of 
di fferent  com edians, next  week wi l l be polit ics, 
then  ph ilosophy, and finally weÕll  wr ap u p wi t h 
som e stu dent  presentat ions.  The stu dents have a 
choice: they can either  wr ite t heir  own com edy 
and then  analyze it  in  t erm s of psychology and 
sociology, or  they can sim ply analyze a video clip 
of com edy t hat  resonates wi t h them. 
         
Next , in  Am er ican Language and Cu ltu re weÕve 
been cont inu ing along an  individu al ized t u tor ing 

model.  Di, from Bei jing, is focu sing on  her  cr it ical 
reading sk il ls by reading histor ical  works by 
Alexis de Tocqu evi lle, Freder ick Turner , Gordon 
Wood, and others.  Next  week she wi ll  be reading 
som e of the great  speeches and rhetor ic of 
Amer ican  h istory, inclu ding John  Adam s, 
Jefferson, Eisenhower, JFK, MLK Jr ., and 
Malcolm X.  My other  stu dent  in t he class, Saif, 
from Sau di Arabia, is making st rong progress 
bu ilding h is academ ic vocabu lary and developing 
his descr ipt ive wr it ing sk i lls. 
         
My last  class of the morn ing is Cu ltu ral  Ar t s of 
Lat in Amer ica, and for  ou r  final  month we wil l be 
look ing at  the modern  per iod after  independence 
in t he 1820s.  WeÕll  be invest igat ing t hem es of 
ident ity, nat ional ism, and social ju st ice, th rou gh  
the works of Diego Rivera, Fr ida Kah lo, Gabr iel 
Garcia Marquez, Pablo Naru da, and others.  WeÕll  
also be watch ing a few fi lm s, tak ing a t r ip to the 
IU Art  Mu seum , and fin ishing u p som e video 
project s.  ItÕll be a busy m onth, bu t  lot s of fun . 
         
In the afternoon , m y Pract ical Economics class is 
winding down .  WeÕve fin ished look ing at  some 
basics of personal finance and microeconom ics, 
and now weÕre tack l ing the daunt ing task  of 
understanding wh y t he count ry is in su ch  a m ess 
economical ly.  It  wou ld be nice i f som eone in th is 
cou nt ry can figu re it  ou t . 
 
Tom:  Am er ican  Engl ish stu dents are wr it ing 
abou t  exper iences un iqu e t o Harmony School and 
are fin ish ing up studying eight  m onths' worth of 
tasty words and skeletal language m echanics. 
Greek and Lat in Roots students watched Becket  
and have created their  own  lessons as we fin ish  
the last  chapters of Word Power  Made Easy. 
Depth Psychology stu dents have com pleted all 
papers inclu ding comm entar ies on comm entar ies 
from their  take-home textbooks, Myth ic Jou rneys. 
Dada and Su rreal ism stu dents have presented 
excellent  power  point  project s on Dorothea 
Tanning, Max Ernst , Marcel Du cham p, Man Ray, 
Dali  and Harpo Marx. 
       
The Science, Math and Tech Exposit ion (it  seem s 
like just  yesterday) was a great  su ccess. It  was 
su rely great  fun  and edu cat ional for  me to co-
teach the fou r  Creat ion  classes with commu nity 
volunteer  and biologist , Mel issa Saint  John. The 
topic was Asexu al and Sexual Reprodu ct ion  and 
covered diverse exam ples of evolu t ionary and 
environmental adaptat ion, mutat ion and change.  
For  their  grou p project , t he stu dents offered a 
"Mir ror , Mir ror  on t he Wall" Choose-the-Most -
At t ract ive Photo from  both  genders and col lected 
all -ages data du r ing the afternoon at  the fair . 
There wi ll  be bar  graphs in  my room. 
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Emi l y : Fir st  of all , many thanks to all t hose that  
cont r ibu ted to a fabu lous Math, Science and 
Technology Expo.  The many parent , comm un ity, 
university and stu dent  volu nteers are too many t o 
list  here, bu t  their  effor t s are m uch appreciated 
by al l of u s t hat  so enjoyed the act ivit ies and 
demonst rat ions.  I  loved seeing so m any people 
get  as excited as I do abou t  science, and I had a 
blast  t each ing chemist r y to elementary students! 
  
Meanwhi le, in t he h igh school science classes, t he 
stu dents in m y 5th per iod have spl int ed and 
bandaged each other  as t hey work t owards t heir  
Fir st  Aid cer t i ficat ion.  The biochemist r y classes 
are applying their  knowledge of how organ ic 
molecu les behave to mak ing food.  They cooked 
up some deliciou s (and som e st range) fru it  jel lies, 
and are abou t  to at tem pt  cheese-making.  The 
alternat ive energy course is now th ink ing abou t  
how to im plem ent  t he green  technologies we have 
stu died, as we research state and federal energy 
policies and look for  grant  opportun it ies to green 
Harmony School.
