MARTIN LUTHER KING DAY is  
SOCIAL ACTION DAY at Harmony 

Monday, January 21st  
 

This year  we cont inue our  t radit ion of  celebrat ing 
Social  Act ion Day by having a Day On, rather  than 
a day of f .  Our f i rst  order  of  t he day wi l l  be a 
morning assembly in which k ids of  al l  ages wi l l  

be playing a ÒFamily FeudÓ-style 
game show with a social  act ion 
theme.  This week  weÕll  be 
surveying t he students and ask ing 
them  quest ions l ike: What  are the 
most  pressing problems of  today? 
or  What  did the Civi l  Rights 
Movement  accomplish?  Two 

teams of  students f rom  al l  ages wi l l  compete to 
f igure out  what  the most  popular  answers f rom  
our survey were. 
 Af ter  our  opening assembly, weÕl l  be 
break ing of f  into Elementary, Middle, and High 
School  programs.  Our  students wi l l  be doing 
projects both here at  Harmony and out  in the 
community.  The younger students wi l l  be t alk ing 
about  Dr. Mart in Luther  King Jr . and wi l l  be 
having discussions about  the pressing social  
issues of  our  t ime.  The older  k ids wi l l  have the 
opportunity to help t he comm unity through 
gardening, ar t , const ruct ion, pr ison advocacy, 
cooking, and work ing with young k ids. 
 The Middle and High School  wi l l  be 
walk ing to RhinoÕs af ter  lunch f or  a Social Action 
Expo - an af ternoon of  music and social  
awareness.  WeÕve l ined up a number of  local  
bands which wi l l  be providing the enter t ainment .  
At  t he same t ime, a range of  organizat ions wi l l  
give t he students an opportunity to f ind out  what  
sor t  of  pol i t ical  and social  just ice work is being 
done in Bloomington.  The Expo is open f rom  

1pm  - 5pm  to both t he Harmony com munity and 
the greater  Monroe County com munity.  Since the 
Expo goes past  t he end of  the school  day we wi l l  
be releasing students f rom  Rhinos at  2:45. 
Teachers wi l l  walk  back  to Harmony with 
students who need to be at  school by 3:00 or  
those who donÕt  want  to st ay at  RhinoÕs.    
We do encourage students to stay longer, but it 
is up to you to figure out with your child when 
and where they will be picked up.   
 Overal l , our  goal  is t o celebrate t he 
t radit ion of  social  act ion t hat  Dr. Mart in Luther  
King, Jr . represented and that  cont inues within 
our  comm unity and our  school  to t his day.

ELEMENTARY SCHOOL  
 
MICHELE & CLAUDIO's (6-8 yr olds) 
Happy New Year!  Hope all of you had a 
wonderful winter break!  January brings 
much excitement in the first and second 
grade.  We are lucky to have a new student 
teacher in the class!  Her name is Katie 
Hannon.  She’s very excited about teaching 
at Harmony and is eagerly looking forward to 
teaching a science unit in February, (more 
about that next newsletter). 
 Our first graders are becoming 
independent readers and writers.  To 
challenge them, Claudio is having them 
write their very own stories.  This means 
that they will be able to share them during 
Author’s Chair just like the big kids!  This 
semester they will also start writing poetry 
and once a week will be writing in their 
journal without their spelling books.   
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 It’s an exciting semester for the 
second graders as well.  Beginning this 
month they will no longer be only working in 
their journals in the morning.  Instead they 
will be introduced to other forms of writing.  
We’ll begin by having them do a rewrite of a 
simple fairy tale.  Then we’ll give them a 
series of other writing experiences that will 
culminate with writing a report about an 
animal of their choice.  The second graders 
will also begin learning cursive.  This is what 
many kids look forward to all year long!   
 The elementary school is having their 
theme this month.  The subject of all our 
elective classes is “Kids”.  I’m very excited to 
be working on the All Elementary Play.  It’s 
based on a Pakistani folk tale and entitled, 
“The Clever Children and the Seven Thieves”. 
Please come to see it performed on Friday, 
February 1st! 
 
JO & JEREMY’s (8-10 yr olds) 
Some of the greatest conversations in our 
classroom are sparked by a problem.  This 
makes sense of course because if one has a 
problem one tends to be passionate about that 
and therefore become incredibly invested in the 
conversation.  Believe it or not, we have plenty 
of problems that we talk about each week.  
Some are the kind of problems that make Jo 
and me have to hold back a chuckle because 
they are so darned cute and some are really 
important, sometimes really yucky, problems 
that affect us all.  No matter the problem, it is 
always amazing to see how engaged the kids 
become in finding a solution.  Even at this 
young age, kids will have ideas that are 
incredibly thoughtful.  They may not be the 
ideas that us adults would think of, but they 
are great ideas nonetheless.  It takes some 
control for us teachers to let the kids institute 
a new set of rules that seem as if they will 
never work.  But so often they do.  That is the 
beauty of a classroom that puts kids’ ideas into 
action.  For one, the kids really respect rules 
that are created by them.  Then, if the rules 
don’t work, they know it and they bring up a 
new conversation.   
    Before the break, I instigated a 
conversation that quickly created some of 
these moments.  The proposal was a new rule 
that states clearly and simply “You Can’t Say, 
‘You Can’t Play’ ”.  I can’t take credit for the 
catchy title, but I love the concept.  Our ethos 

says “our bodies and feelings are safe,” so 
excluding someone from playing a game just 
because you don’t want them to is already 
covered, but when I asked the kids how many 
of them had been excluded during their time at 
Harmony School everyone raised their hands.  
When I asked who had had their feelings hurt 
by being excluded, again, everyone.  So I 
suggested this simple rule, no excluding… 
none….period.  Suddenly faces on the circle 
started to change.  Hands went up and serious 
questions were thought up.   
“What if we are playing a two player game?”  
“What if we just don’t feel like explaining the 
game to someone else?” 
Suddenly all of the sad faces that were 
recalling the sad moment they had been 
excluded were facing the reality of actually 
creating a hard fast rule against exclusion.  As 
time for the conversation ran out I asked for a 
straw poll.  “By a show of hands, how many 
people would like to make this a classroom 
rule?”  
Not one hand. 
Here is the power of the kids.  They are certain 
that they want to help the problem, but the 
rule didn’t fit their idea of a solution.  We will 
continue working. --Jeremy 
   
KATHY & BART's (10-12 year olds) 
With the arrival of a fresh spring semester our 
class is beginning a new round of independent 
Kid’s Query research projects culminating in 
formal presentations.  Combined with the 
research papers completed in the first round of 
Kid’s Query last semester, we will have a solid 
foundation upon which to build graduation 
projects in the spring.   

In our last thematic unit, The Journey 
Out of Hunger and Poverty, our class defined 
the concepts of hunger and poverty and 
examined the various types of resources that 
people experiencing poverty might be lacking at 
any given time.  We looked at various 
demographic, economic, and health indicators 
as well as discussing factors affecting 
population growth.  We collected journal 
entries, read articles, assessed scenarios, 
listened to music, participated in computer 
problem solving games, conducted computer 
based research, hosted guest speakers, and 
volunteered at Shalom Community Center.  
The culminating event of this journey was to 
plan and implement a service project of the 
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students’ own design.  Student projects based 
on the essential question How can we help 
make the world a more just and peaceful place? 
included: a read-a-thon to purchase a flock of 
chickens for a family through Heifer 
International, a variety of bake, toy, and gift 
sales to benefit Mother Hubbard’s Cupboard 
and Shalom Center, an educational brochure 
on UNICEF, a published Big Book of Poverty: 
Make Poverty History Now!, an educational 
slide show on homelessness, educational 
posters, and more.  In this way our class gave 
back to the community that supports them. 

Our field trips continue to be a mix of 
educational and recreational journeys.  Along 
with skating last month we viewed a film at the 
IMAX in Indianapolis on pharaohs and 
scientific experiments focused on ancient and 
contemporary versions of the mummification 
process geared toward curing modern diseases.  
After that we toured the Indiana State Museum 
and explored a variety of interesting exhibits.  
Next we’ll visit the Monroe County Animal 
Shelter to learn about the journey that 
homeless animals take to find loving homes.   

We would like to wish our student 
teacher from last semester, Lindsey 
Cunningham, the best of success in her new 
career.  In turn, we’d like to extend a warm 
Harmony School welcome to Guinetta 
Williams, our student teacher for spring 
semester.  Please take a moment to introduce 
yourself to her.

MIDDLE SCHOOL  
 
Marty, Kelli and Ursina 
Let’s start the second semester off running! 
In the Middle School we will be taking a short 
break from independent projects and shifting 
to debates. This is a unique opportunity in the 
Middle School where students get to see where 
they stand on the debating circuit. We will 
brainstorm the topics as a group and narrow 
the list down to five. Then we’ll develop a 
proposition in which each group has to argue 
both sides. The hardest part of debate is that, 
even though each student gets to have input 
on their topic, they do not know if they are pro 
or con until the final week of research. This 
can sometimes be a hard situation to be placed 

in especially if a student is passionate about 
one side. The goals of the debates are for the 
students to gain more research experience, 
practice articulating their opinions, gain more 
experience working within a group and, of 
course, learn more about controversial topics.

Then in the afternoon 
the Middle and High Schools will be venturing 
over to Rhino’s for a Social Action Expo. There 
will be local music, a short documentary on 
Martin Luther King Jr. and many tables from 
both local and national agencies for the 
students to discover, ask questions and 
hopefully be inspired.

HIGH SCHOOL  
 
Emily, Jon, Tom, Paul, Zeri, Sal 
Every January, the high school feels strangely 
small for the first couple of weeks, as we adjust 
to the absence of the seniors. Last month, we 
described nine of the senior projects; here is 
the rest of the group: 
  
As you read this, Moyshe Kerler is in Israel, 
interning on a kibbutz – where he plans to 
interview a number of the residents in his 
search for an answer to his essential question: 
What is the attraction of the Kibbutz lifestyle 
and could it be usefully applied in US society? 
 
Minchul Kwon has returned to Korea for his 
project. He will be interning at his father’s 
company, which he is expected to take over 
one day – indeed, the whole purpose of his 
education in the US was aimed at equipping 
with the English skills that the business 
requires. Unfortunately, between college and 
his military service, it will be another six years 
before Minchul can join the company 
permanently, so he is using this semester as 
an opportunity to begin the lifelong dream of 
working with his dad. 
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Kyle Lovell also worked with his father over the 
summer to raise money for his project: the 
purchase and restoration of a Ford Bronco. He 
built his own website (www.kylelovell.com) to 
keep track of his progress and use as a base 
from which to sell products as a further 
fundraiser. Kyle is interning at World Wide 
Autos, where he will be learning the skills he 
needs to complete his project. 
 
Devon McShane will also be working with cars 
for her project – in this case, converting a VW 
Rabbit to run on bio-diesel fuel. At the end of 
the process, she plans to use it as the first 
vehicle in a car-sharing business with her 
friends in Bloomington. 
 
Yoonha Nam has joined an equivalent to the 
Peace Corps in Korea, where she will spend her 
first month in training, before traveling to 
Russia to do volunteer work with children in 
economically-disadvantaged communities. She 
is also working with an environmental group to 
clean up a recent oil spill at sea.  
 
Nick Palmer will be spending his spring 
semester interning with fashion designer, Chris 
Benz, in New York City. You can see some of

Hannah Pollock is in Morocco, where she is 
staying with a Moroccan family while she 
volunteers at two orphanages. Her essential 
question is “What is the difference between 
community service in Morocco and community 
service in the US – and what are the lessons to 
be learned from them?” 
 
For his project, Gary Tseng is investigating the 
environmental issues facing Bloomington and 
what programs are being implemented to 
overcome them. He is interning with the 
Monroe County Solid Waste District, as well as 
taking environmental science classes at IU. At 
the end of his project, he hopes to have 
amassed solutions that will be of use to his 
community in Taiwan. 
 
Evan Voss will be traveling to Hilo, Hawaii for 
his project, to work as a math tutor for our 
sister school, Connections Public Charter 
School.  While there, his goal is to answer the 

question, "What is wrong with the way math is 
taught in the US and what are some strategies 
for fixing these problems?"  He will also be 
working on a Youth Venture project to will 
build an exchange program between Harmony 
School and Connections. 
  
The seniors are due back on April 1, unless 
special arrangements have been made. 
  
In the meantime, the rest of the high school is 
beginning all sorts of exciting classes: 
 
Emily: This term’s biology class will focus on 
CELLS & GENES.  We’re starting by 
looking closely at cells and spending a lot of 
time using microscopes. We’ll test our favorite 
foods for the basic molecules of life, and 
experiment with potato enzymes.  At the end of 
January, we’ll investigate egg membranes in a 
very messy, gooey lab procedure! 
 This semester I have the pleasure and 
privilege to work with IU Professor 
Emeritus Bob Togasaki to teach CHEMISTRY. 
 We’ll start our course by asking questions 
about the origins of matter.   Pyrotechnics(!) 
will illuminate some aspects of atomic 
structure so the class can design its own 
creative Periodic Table.  Then we’ll be ready to 
start investigating how elements bond in 
chemical reactions… 
 
Jon: During the first month of the new 
semester all classes will be beginning with a 
brief review of the previous semester. After the 
review, we will be moving on quickly to our 
study of functions.  The Algebra I and 
Geometry classes will be studying linear 
functions while the Algebra II classes will be 
continuing our study of quadratics.  There will 
be several changes to the assignment format 
this semester.  More information on that will 
be forthcoming. 
 
Tom: There seem to be two winners in the late 
December simile spotting contest which 
introduces a doorway into an inventory of The 
Devil's Larder for Ninth Grade American 
English students.  We will be reading and 
writing more this semester as formality and 
thoughtfulness are encouraged in assignments. 
     The two Greek and Latin Roots classes 
become one, facilitating The Story of English to 
unfold much easier as well as assuaging my 
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old geezer unreality of talking to two sections. 
     Thirty years ago, a mayor's daughter 
inspired me to offer what is now my Depth 
Psychology class. Monique Philpot's gracious 
continuance of her dream workshop with the 
ninth graders humbles and inspires my 
presentation of the four waves, a comparative 
overview of therapeutic schools and thoughts 
focusing on the analytical psychology of C.G. 
Jung. 
 
Paul: A new year, and a new slate of classes - I 
get excited just thinking about everything we're 
going to be doing.  My courses this semester 
aren't really continuations of last semester, but 
rather they are compliments. 
 From Traditions of Music last fall I will 
be teaching American Popular Music this 
spring.  We're going to be studying everything 
from ragtime to rap, from the roots of rock to 
electronica and metal.  In terms of my Cultural 
Arts classes, we're going to be moving from the 
Middle-East/India to Africa.  This spring we'll 
be looking at the stories, history, art, music, 
dance, and literature of one of the least 
understood continents of the world.  Finally, I'll 
be teaching American History from 1492-1865. 
There, we'll be looking at the cultural collision 
of different peoples, the original 13 colonies 
and what makes them all unique, some of the 
individual persons who founded our nation, 
and try to imagine what might 
have happened if things had played out 
differently.

Well it's time to spring into Spring with a 
bounce! All the best learning tools are located 
in one convenient location: Yourself! There's 
organization, self-discipline, work ethic and 
focus.

 When I was a k id I loved to read science 
f ict ion and f antasy, I loved the idea of  being 
heroic.  My ear l iest  guru was Yoda, and my 
heroes were l i f ted of f  the pages of  Tolk ien, Anne 
Rice, and Lloyd Alexander.  Inspired by the 
stor ies of  knights and swash-buck lers, I began 
f encing when I was 11 and competed nat ional ly 
f or  4 years.  Every once in a whi le, I st i l l  enter tain 
thoughts about  beginning a Harmony Fencing 
Team. 
 In addit ion to f encing, I began playing 
music when I was 7 and pursued classical  piano 
up t hrough the end of  high school.  When I was a 
f reshm an, my best  f r iend began playing elect r ic 
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guit ar  and I began playing bass.  Bass guitar  led 
me t o upr ight  bass, and got  me interested in both 
orchest ral  and jazz music.   
 When I was look ing at  col leges, I picked 
Ober l in because i t  had a top ranked l iberal  ar ts 
col lege along with a renowned m usic 
conservatory.  I m ajored in Ethnomusicology, and 
f ocused specif ical ly on t he relat ionship between 
West  Af r ican music and black  m usic of  the 
Amer icas.  I took  a year  of f  dur ing col lege to 
t ravel  to Ghana to study m usic, dance, and 
rel igion, and my senior  year  I wrote an honors 
thesis on Brazi l ian music as a f orm  of  pol i t ical  
resistance. 
 Af ter  I graduated, I went  to work  on a 
f arm  in Paol i , a sm al l  town in southern Indiana.  
Af ter  f i ve months I real ized t hree things Ð 1) I 
loved l i ving outside al l  t he t ime, 2) I loved 
Bloomington, and 3) I wasnÕt  a f armer.  Af ter  the 
growing season was over , I moved up to 
Bloomington and worked f or  a semester  as a 
subst i t ute teacher .  Despite the occasional  hor ror  
stor ies, I f ound that  I t ruly loved t eaching and 
wanted to go back and get  my l icense.  But  before 
I began, I knew that  I needed to go and l ive in 
Brazi l , the land t hat  I had spent  so much t ime 
studying but  had never seen.  I spent  f our  
months t here learning Portuguese, capoeira, and 
music, and f el l  in  love with t he land and the 
people.  Then in Decem ber  of  2004 I came back 
to Bloomington t o begin work  on an MA in Social  
Studies Educat ion.  I enrol led in the Com munity 
of  Teachers program, an al ternat ive cer t i f icat ion 
program that  emphasized f ield exper ience rather  
than theoret ical  classwork.
