MICHELE & CLAUDIO's (6-8 yr olds)

Our "Oh Yuck!" theme ended on a truly yucky note, as
the children took a second look at the petri dishes on
which they'd cultured bacteria. Each child had picked
two places from which to get bacteria: one from their
body and one from someplace in the building. By this
last day, day seven of the cultures, the smell was truly
ripe and disgusting! The kids did two drawings, one
on day 4 and one on day 7. They were excited by
what they saw: blobs in different colors, fuzzy molds,
bacteria that spread out in twisty lines, even a few
maggots that must have gotten in as eggs when
someone swabbed a garbage can. The children took
less time with the day 7 drawings--they wanted to be
done quickly! (These petri dishes are going back to [U
to get autoclaved, just in case you were wondering
about our toxic materials disposal procedures...).

I'd like to thank Mimi Zolan from the IU
Microbiology Lab for making this experiment possible
with all the materials she provided. Jena Hanes

(Annika's mom) also put in a lot of time
helping me learn how to use our new
microscope and how to prepare slides. 1
thank you, the children thank you. I
hope this experience will have made the

world of life not visible to the naked
eye more real to everyone. It's

amazing. And stinky.

This month our class theme will be Conflict
Resolution. Needless to say, we've already been
working on appropriate ways to deal with conflicts. In
this class we will explore the causes of conflicts, the

emotions that are involved, and the ways we can either
solve or escalate conflicts. For Exploration classes the
kids have chosen between Cartoon Books (a drawing
class), Chinese Language and Culture, Jump Rope
Games, Holidays, and Mexico (taught by our student
teacher Meghan).

One month into the year the children are
already making major strides in their basic academic
skills--writing on their own in Journal, moving along
in their reading and their math books--as well as
establishing their social life in the class and the wider
school. We've been learning some catchy songs in
Spanish--maybe you already know this. Sorry if these
tunes become "ear-worms" in your household.

dissection. The flies and yellow jackets definitely
enjoyed our outdoor dissection at the end of
September. Most of the kids did too. We concluded
our study of the human digestive system with a look at
the same system in a hog. It was both gross and
fascinating to see all of the different parts and feel how
they were different. We will never see a stuffed
eggplant dinner in quite the same way.

We have now moved on to a unit that
examines the basics of the visual arts. The kids are
creating drawings that use size, overlapping, and other
tools to create space, depth, and creative composition
in their pieces. Our unit will culminate with paintings
on their lockers that pull all of these ideas together.

As authors, we are embarking on one of Jo
and my favorite writing themes, Memoir. Memoirs
are always powerful because they are close to the kids’
hearts. We will help them to take a memory and frame
it so that the reader can really get a picture of the story
in their mind. Subjects range from baseball games, to
pets, to exciting vacations and each story is primed to
have the author’s personality flow out in their writing.
Look for a publication of these works sometime in

KATHY & SCOTT’s (10-12 year olds)

The first signs of Autumn bring to us cooler weather
and some really beautiful scenery as we go out into the
community and travel around central and southern
Indiana for a variety of field trips.




As we progress through our thematic unit on
the History of Earth and Life on Earth, our first field
trip was to Falls of the Ohio State
Park where we identified quite a
few fossilized bryozoans,
brachiopods, chorals, and sponges
out on the exposed Devonian rock
beds of the Ohio River. At the :
interpretive center museum at the Falls we watched a
short film on the geology of the Ohio River Valley
over large spans of geologic time before we looked at
the exhibits of the variety of life forms in the area over
time. Last week we went to the Brookville Reservoir
where we went fossil hunting at a huge road cut and
were able to take home as many fossils as we could
carry back. We received a grant to go to the IMAX
theater in Indianapolis to see a film on the Grand
Canyon and early next month we’ll go to the Glenn
Black Lab to view exhibits on pre-Columbian cultures
of Indiana and attend a flint knapping demonstration.
In the classroom so far we have studied the Scientific
Method, geologic time, the structure of the earth, the
development of life on earth, rocks, minerals, and
fossils. Our field trips have provided a nice extension
to learning through class discussions, read aloud, take
home readings, demonstrations, computer based
Exploratorium, films, and more.

In read aloud we are gaining some familiarity
with 19" century literature as we share chapters from
Arthur Conan Doyle’s Sherlock Holmes We also saw
the Indiana Repertory Theater’s production of
Sherlock Holmes

Our Authoring class this semester is
Imaginative Writing and the Elemerts of Craft, an
interdisciplinary class that includes various art
connections. Our first unit on Painting an Image with
Words includes a semester long collaboration with
docents at the [lU Art Museum and several visits to the
museum. Our students are also experimenting with
craft and internal structure as they draft a memoir this
month.

In body works we have played Whiffle Ball
and Capture the Flag as well as some team building
activities.

Our class would like to thank our parent
volunteers who have been more than generous with
their time so far this year. Please know that we greatly
appreciate your good work.

We had an exciting and productive first month in the
Middle School and would like to welcome our new
students to the Harmony community: Nailah, Jake,
Azra, Emilie, Rakan, Oscar, and Shamus.

Sal: The most important news to report is that Tom is
in hospital as | write this, undergoing surgery for an
intestinal blockage. Our thoughts and good wishes for
his recovery are very much with him. In the meantime,
a number of people have stepped in to help - most
notably, Berta Medicus, who will be teaching our 9th
Grade English and Greek & Latin Roots classes. We
are immensely grateful to her and to everyone who is
helping out at this time. We will send out updates on
Tom's progress, of course, and let you know how to
convey your good wishes when things settle down.

Meanwhile, our classes go on. In Wedern Civ,
students have just finished presenting their projects on
A Day In the Life of Ancient Egypt. This year, we had
some very creative offerings, that included two
sculptures (one bust of a pharaoh and one of Anubis);
A Day In the Life of an Egyptian Midwife, complete
with her journal on papyrus; and A Day In the Life of
A Rich Egyptian Wife, which was presented with a
fully costumed mannequin and grape juice and
hummus for all!

In The Art of The Story, we concluded our
study of Death of A Salesman with a very thoughtful
conversation about the nature of the American Dream
and the definition of true success. We have now
moved on to children's literature and an examination
of the lessons it is intended to teach. We will compare
its use of plot, character, imagery, etc., with those in
adult literature, before the students rewrite Death of a
Salesman as a children's tale.

In The American Certury, we have completed
our Whirlwind Tour of 200 years of American History
and have now begun our journey through the 1900s.
This month, we will be holding our first Decade Night,
when we will be watching Nicholas & Alexandra and
eating delicious Russian food!

Finally, The Press Corps are making great
headway with their plans for a new magazine, which
we hope will hit the stands in mid-November.
Information to come in our next newsletter!

Paul: As the leaves begin to change, as Lotus Festival
comes and goes, classes at Harmony are cruising right
along. So far, the semester is off to a fine start:
students seem to be both learning and enjoying
themselves, I feel more relaxed and prepared for
classes, and as always I'm loving being a part of the
Harmony community.

First off in the morning is my class Ethicsof
9-11. This past month we've been digging into the
events, causes, and consequences of 9-11. Next month,
though, we'll be changing gears a bit and shifting to
more philosophical ethics. We'll begin with
Utilitarianism and John Stuart Mills, then look at Duty
ethics and Emmanuel Kant, and finally we'll take a
look at how these ideas apply directly to questions
arising from 9-11.

Next, we have Cultural Arts of the Far East.
This first month we've been looking primarily at the
philosophical roots of China: at the I Ching,
Confucianism, Mohism, Taoism, and Buddhism.
Students have been divining their own futures, writing
philosophical letters to the next president of
the US, and translating the Tao Te Ching. Next month
we'll be looking at some of the arts of Tang era China
as well as music and history of Korea.

Third period I teach American Language and
Culture. In it, we've been focusing on language skills
with weekly forays into American culture.

We've looked at descriptive writing, nature poetry,
language of food, as well as the more technical
vocabulary of math and science. Next month,

we'll be delving into short stories and Halloween, the
election in November, and oral debates.

In the afternoons I've been teaching
Americana. Tt is similar to my other English class, but
with more of a focus on critical thinking and American
culture. For these first couple weeks we've been
studying stories, particularly Cinderella and the
Wizard of Oz. We've been looking at them
critically from a number of perspectives to learn more
about American history, the American dream, and how
to read more deeply into a text.

Finally, I'm happy to say that we have been
successful in launching an after-school music
program! ['ve felt truly blessed by the willingness to
help from a number of gracious parents and
volunteers. Together, we are offering high school and
middle school students the chance to study
percussion on Mondays, beat-making on Tuesdays,
guitar on Wednesdays, and hopefully rapping on
Fridays. Many thanks to all who have helped it be
successful!

Jon: Geometry 2 - Our review of arithmetic and
algebra is ending and the first lesson on angle
relationships beginning. In the coming weeks we will
work on the Pythagorean Theorem and special right




triangles. The month will end with a more general
study of polygons.

Precalc - We are currently focusing on
simplifying rational expressions and solving equations
for variables that can be isolated to a
single term. This will soon be
juxtaposed against solving
polynomials equations for variables
that cannot be isolated to a single
term using factoring and/or
completing the square. By the end of
the month we will have begun our systematic analysis
of rational functions starting with systems of linear
and quadratic equations.

Algelra 1 - We are concluding our review of
arithmetic, concentrating on applied percentage
problems. Next we will focus on the study of
exponents, powers and roots. Students will be
introduced to integer and rational exponents. By the
end of the month we will be focusing on the
simplification of basic algebraic expressions.

Geometry - Over the next week we will
conclude our review of arithmetic and algebra, and we
will begin our first unit in geometry - the relationship
of angles on a plane. By the end of the month we will
be studying the basic triangle theorems.

Emily: Scientists in the Research Seminar are working
on their project proposals. They have done some
background research and are now figuring out what
experiments they can do in their varied areas of
interest (water quality to panda conservation to
bioluminescence to nutrition). Soon we'll review
each others' experimental methods and then data
collection will begin!

Ecologists have been hiking around teaching
each other about Indiana trees. We'll also look some
more at water quality and our impact on the
Mississippi watershed and the Gulf of Mexico.
Looking at the various creatures in streams will also
begin our discussions of natural selection and
evolution.

Physicsis off to a fabulous start with plenty of
algebra to keep things fun! We're all excited about our
upcoming trip to Six Flags both to measure and to feel
g-forces, micro-gravity, centripetal acceleration and
velocity vectors. So we are currently constructing
measurement devices, as well as practicing
calculations to prepare.

PROFILES

ISTAFF PROFILE |

Dale Hartkemeyer (our new part-time high
school Spanish teacher)

| was born and grew up in Cincinnati, with three
brothers and one sister. Already at a quite young
age, | became fascinated when | would hear
people speaking other languages. The most
frequent foreign language | would hear was
Spanish, and somewhere in my elementary school
years | started borrowing books on Spanish from
our local public library, intent as | was on
penetrating the language barrier so | could at
least understand the gist of a conversation in the
language when | heard it. Our school, as many
unfortunately, did not offer any foreign
languages, but during the summer before |
started high school | was able to take a Spanish
class that helped me establish afoundation for
my continued independent study of the language.
At the start of my high school years, it was
recommended that | take Latin, which | did,
studying it for four years and managing in the
end to read six books of Vergil® Aeneid. | found
my Latin studies quite intriguing and enjoyable,
and they no doubt served to spur on alifelong
curiosity about how human languages function in
communication and thought. Smultaneously
with my high-school concentration on Latin, |
carried on nourishing my warm interest in
Spanish, a living language, on the side, and in my
junior and senior years | was able to take Spanish
too.

After high school | attended Dartmouth
College and was inclined from early on to
develop my language interests. The college has
wonderful programs in language study, and |
spent the autumn of my sophomore year on a
foreign study program in Salamanca, Spain. It
was atruly memorable and enriching experience
for me, living with a family and functioning and
participatingN although at times awkwardlyN in a
foreign culture. This unforgettable experience, in
which we were able to appreciate and get a sense
of the historical, cultural, and linguistic
antecedents of the society, dating back to the
Romans and even back to far more ancient
timesN along with a quick trip across the Straight
of Gibraltar to taste life as lived in MoroccoN
firmly cemented my decision about majoringin
Spanish.

During the December break after my stay
in Spain, | did some traveling through
Switzerland, Austria, Czechoslovakia, and
Germany. Seeing firsthand the practicality of
knowing several foreign languages, | decided to
start studying French during my very next
trimester back at Dartmouth. During those
undergraduate years | acquired a good fluency in




French and some moderate competence in
German.

The other major dedication or constant
that has marked my life through the yearsis a
commitment to Buddhist practice, and that also
germinated initially during my undergraduate
years. | did considerable reading at that time on
Hinduism, Buddhism, and Taoism, gradually
zooming my focus in on Zen Buddhism. After
graduation from Dartmouth, | worked for about
five years as alibrarian in the public library
system in Cincinnati, and during that time | really
immersed myself in reading lots of material on
Zen Buddhism, including the very popular books
of Alan Watts.

It was around this time that | decided to
go and live for awhile in Spain. On the way, |
stopped in Paris to visit the Zen community there
established by the Japanese master Taisen
Deshimaru. On the spot | was very impressed
with the atmosphere of strong body-mind
practice that prevailed there and decided to
devote myself seriously to Zen practice, whereas
up until that point, my interest had been chiefly
of an intellectual or conceptual sort.

During the year | lived in Madrid, | taught
English at a language institute, where my
students included youngsters as well as some
older people, and | would gather on Sundays with
asmall group of Zen practitioners. At the end of
my year of residence in Spain, | did my first Zen
retreatN in the breathlessly beautiful French
Alps!N and then returned Stateside to Cincinnati,
where | worked for some six years at alanguage
institute, giving tutorial-style lessons in Spanish,
ESL, and occasionally French, and out of interest
taking tutorial lessons in Japanese. During these
years, | made occasional trips to France to do Zen
retreats at atemple founded by Taisen
Deshimaru in the Loire Valley.

In the late 80s, | earned an M.A. in Spanish
at the University of Cincinnati, and later pursued
my burgeoning interest in the more general study
of linguistics, eventually earning graduate
degrees in this field at the Univ. of Illinois. | then
found ajob at Central Michigan University,
teaching for eight years a range of Spanish
courses, including the history of the Spanish
language, and an occasional course in Latin.
While there in Mt. Pleasant, | also led a small Zen
group.

In June of 2008, attracted by the Sanshin
Zen Community here in Bloomington and the
opportunity to practice in a more established way
with arecognized Zen teacher, | moved to this
area. During the summer | met Paul Swanson,
and by chance he mentioned to me that Harmony
School was looking to hire a Spanish teacher. His
enthusiasm about the unique learning

environment here at Harmony fired my interest

in applying for the position. In conclusion, let me
say that 1@n very pleased to have the opportunity
to contribute something of my language teaching
experience to the unique students we have here
at Harmony. | look forward to interacting and
collaborating with many of youN students,
teachers, parents, and staff. iMucho gusto!
